With the thermometer shattering records already this year,
many throughout the region are working to ensure the triple-
digit heat doesn’t cost lives. While the heat affects everyone, it

can be especially dangerous to vulnerable populations such as homeless
people or older adults.

To help steer vulnerable populations to places that offer water or shelter, the MAG
Continuum of Care Regional Committee on Homelessness has developed two maps of
resources available for both those in need and for those who want to help. The first map
shows where water hydration stations and refuge locations are located throughout the
county, where people in need can go for water and shade. The second map shows water
collection and donation sites in the county, and is useful to people wanting to donate
items like water, sun block, lightweight clothing, hats, or other items that
provide relief.
